At the conclusion of the marathon competitors will go straight to the start of the cone
course, which will be run as normal for a CDT.

Dressage Tests

We will be using a special five-minute dressage test. It is an Australian test,

Marathon

The marathon will consist of a maximum of 6 kms on grass or gravel tracks with 4 obstacles.
Marathon will be open for inspection Sunday morning.

Marathon Obstacles need to be walked prior to the start of the event.

Similar to a CDT time allowances will be given for the marathon section of this event.
Cones

The Cone Driving Course will be conducted as a fault competition within a time.

Classes

1. Up to and including 128cm

2. 128cms up to and including 148cms

3. Over 148cms

4. Multiples, any height

These are height classes for the different speeds needed on the marathon. The competition
will be run as one class for the results.
